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The centenary of birth of Itan Medtrovié, one of the most important per-
sonality of the Yugoslav and world sculpture of the 20th Century, is com-
memorated in Yugoslavia during the second part of 1983. Exhibitions are
organized and monographs and catalogues are published in several towns
(where he was born, lived and worked). This will certainly present Ivan
Mesdtrovié again and in a new light to the present generations.

The National Museum in Beograd participates in this jubilee with an
exhibition and catalogue of Mestrovié’s works. Our collection consists
of 81 sculptures, mostly from the artist’s early phase, including the so-cal-
led Kosovo Cycle. Together with sculptures kept in the Split and Zagreb
galleries, with public monuments in our country, the National Museum’s
collection represents the complete opus of Mestrovié’s work, without con-
sidering a cerfain number of sculptures abroad. At the exhibition, which
will be opened in the National Museum on September 29, 1983, nearly all
woorks (in bronze, stone, and wood) from the collection will be presented,
while the complete collection will be published in this catalogue for the
first time.

During the first part of his life, up to the Second World War, Me3trovié
had been a particularly esteemed artist in Yugoslavia. Later on, due to
non-artistic reasons, the enthusiasm seemed to decrease, and they were
even some domestic art critics and theoreticians who unjustly disputed
him. That was probably the reason why Meftroovid's work and name
remained a little bit in the shade until now. He did not get the place
that he deserves in the Yugoslav and European professional literature, nor
did he get great study exhibitions that would correspond to a talented
and inspired sculptor of his renown. It seems that the gigantic and fruitful
creativity of Mestrovi¢ still awaits a modern historical and artistic evalu-
ation, both within the country, and in the international arena. This should
he done as soon.as possible, and let this jubilee serve as specific inspira-
tion and urge to do so.

IVAN MESTROVIC (Vrpolje, 15. VIII 1883 — South Bend, SAD 16. I
1962) grew up in Otavice near Drnis. He spent his cildhood as a
shepherd carving figures in wood. After training in the workshop of Pavle
Bilini¢ in Split and a year of training in Split in 1901 he entered the Art
Academy in Vienna. As a sophomore he exhibited his early works done
in the style of Viennese Secession. While in Paris 1907—1909 he completed
almost all the sculptures for his grand, but unfinished project called the
Temple of Vidovdan, honoring the Kosovo battle of 1389. The next few
vears he comutes between Belgrade, Split and Italy. The First World War
he spent in emigration as a member of Yugoslav Committee. He came
back to his country in 1922. He taught at the Art Academy in Zagreb
since 1922. During the Second World War he was in Italy and Switzerland.
In 1947 he moved to the United States where he taught at the universities
of Syracuse and South Bend. He created hundreds of sculptures, nu-
merous public monuments in his homeland and abroad, a lot of drawings
and a few architectural projects (Cavtat, Otavice, Lovéen, Split, etc.). In
Belgrade he did the public monument of the Victor and the Memorial of
Gratitude to France at Kalemegdan Park, as well as the Tomb of the
Unknown Hero on Mount Avala, MeStrovié’s works were seen on nume-
rous individual as well as group exhibitions. In Belgrade he participated
in the First and Fourth Yugoslav Exhibition (1904 and 1912) and also at
the exhibition called Yugoslav Colony (1907). His works can be seen in
the museums of Yugoslavia and around the world, but most of them are
in the Meétrovi¢é Gallery—Split, Atelier Mestrovi¢ — Zagreb and the Na-
tional Museum-Belgrade.
